E-BIKE SAFETY
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LOWER GWYNEDD POLICE 
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Subdivision & Land Development Update:
Development in the Township is always something that stirs up 

interest in the community. Property owners have a right to explore 
the opportunity to develop their parcels if they choose and they come 
to the Township requesting consideration of these various proposals. 
Township Officials are charged with ensuring proposals meet all 
procedural and code requirements for subdivision/land development, 
zoning, rezoning, and similar processes. Projects are discussed at 
Planning Commission meetings and Board of Supervisors meetings, 
all of which are open to the public, The community is encouraged to 
join the conversation by attending the meetings in person or virtually. 

Currently the following subdivisions and land developments are 
under construction:

•	 J&J CEAS Lab-J&J is constructing a 42,000 square foot addition 
to Building 15 on the Spring House Campus. The project also 
includes the addition of a service parking lot, utility pads, a 
generator, subsurface utilities, and sidewalks/trails. The building 
will include lab space and mechanical support.

•	 Spring House Estates- ACTs Retirement Community is 
constructing two separate building additions, installing additional 
parking stalls, and reconstructing the entrance/drop-off area. 
They are also adding amenities to their campus including an 
improved courtyard area, walkways, site lighting and landscaping, 
and modifying an existing stormwater basin.

•	 Gwynedd Estates-ACTs Retirement Community is constructing 
a new two-story 39-unit assisted living facility on their campus.

•	 Johns Lane Subdivision-A residential subdivision on Johns Lane 
is under construction. This project includes five new single-family 
residential dwellings.

Currently the following subdivisions and land developments are 
under review by the Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors 
(at the time of this publication):

•	 Cedar Hill Road Subdivision-The Tisman Group LLC proposes 
a 4-lot residential subdivision on Cedar Hill Road. The applicant 
proposes to consolidate 1512 and 1524 Cedar Hill Road into one 
lot totaling 7.76 acres and then subdivide the lot into four new 
single-family residential building lots. The existing homes will be 
demolished. The plan was approved by the Planning Commission 
in October of 2025 and was scheduled to present their plan to the 
Board of Supervisors at their meeting on January 27th, 2026.

•	 Whitefield Subdivision-Whitefield Homes LLC propose a 10-
lot subdivision and residential development of the former Owen 
Evans Estate located at 1348 Sumneytown Pike. The plan proposes 
nine new single-family residential building lots and one existing 

lot that will maintain the existing home and barn. The new lots 
would be accessed by a cul-de-sac road off Evans Road. The plan 
proposes public water and sewer. The plans are currently under 
review and will likely be before the Planning Commission and 
Board of Supervisors sometime in February and/or March.

•	 Foulkeways at Gwynedd-Foulkeways is proposing an expansion 
to the existing fitness center building on their campus. The 
expansion includes removing portions of the existing building, 
including a canopy and walkway and adding a covered concrete 
walkway and new entry lobby. In addition, a portion of the 
existing asphalt trail would be replaced and reoriented to connect 
with the existing trail.  This plan is under review and will likely 
be before the Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors 
sometime in February and/or March.

Other potential projects that will be the subject of upcoming 
discussions include:

•	 Bethlehem Pike at Cedar Hill Redevelopment: Possible 
redevelopment of the Spring House Nursery and surrounding 
parcels along the triangle between Bethlehem Pike, Cedar Hill 
Road, and Route 309, into a residential townhouse community. At 
the time of publication, the Board of Supervisors was considering 
amending the zoning ordinance to extend the Lower Pike Overlay 
District to include parcels along Bethlehem Pike, which would 
allow townhouses at this site. A conditional use application 
depicting a 49-unit townhouse/carriage house community is 
under review at the time of publication. A land development 
application will be required as well.

•	 Ambler Yards Mixed Use Campus: The Board of Supervisors 
approved an ordinance amendment that allows an apartment 
building and self-storage facility on mixed campuses in the 
F-Industrial District. The amendment allows an expected addition 
of a 43-unit apartment building at the corner of N. Spring Garden 
Street and Pen-Ambler Road and West Francis Avenue next to 
Ambler Yards and the addition of a self-storage facility within the 
Ambler Yards campus.

•	 Spring House Corporate Center Redevelopment: BET 
Investments is resuming their efforts to redevelop the Spring 
House Corporate Center property (Berkadia Site) located along 
Norristown Road. The developer seeks to have the property 
rezoned to permit a luxury apartment building, retail, and office 
space on the site, replacing one existing office building while 
keeping the other that is occupied by Berkadia. At the time of 
publication, BET had indicated intent to resubmit plans, but had 
not yet done so.

NEW BUILDING INSPECTOR
Please join us in welcoming Alex Pientak, BCO, of ARRO Consulting LLC, as the new Building Inspector for Lower Gwynedd 

Township! We’re excited to have Alex join the Building & Zoning Department as our designated inspector and plan examiner for both 
commercial and residential permit applications. In accordance with Resolution 2023-20, which requires a review and selection process 
every five years for professional consultants that the Township uses on a regular basis, the Board of Supervisors appointed a new third-
party inspection agency to provide plan reviews and inspections, effective January 1, 2026.

ARRO Consulting, Inc. was selected after submitting a strong proposal that showed their ability to provide a full range of services. 
These services include residential and commercial plan reviews and inspections, zoning inspections, code-enforcement support when 
needed, and assistance with developing a fire inspection program. ARRO’s experience and resources will help improve the efficiency and 
effectiveness of the Township’s building inspection process.
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Comprehensive Plan Update
The Lower Gwynedd Township Comprehensive Plan has entered 

the final stage of its public review period. This phase officially began 
on January 27, 2026, when the Board of Supervisors authorized 
the required public review prior to adoption of the plan. The draft 
plan was shared with neighboring municipalities, the Wissahickon 
School District, and made available on the Township website for 
residents to review at their convenience.

To encourage community engagement during this important 
phase, the Township hosted a public “Town Hall” at Gwynedd 
Mercy University in February, providing residents with an 
opportunity to learn more about the plan and share feedback ahead 
of the upcoming public hearing and anticipated adoption.

The Comprehensive Plan is a long-range land use planning 
document that will guide growth and development in Lower 
Gwynedd Township through the year 2045. Over the course of its 
preparation, the Township has gathered input through steering 
committee meetings with residents and businesses and public 
outreach efforts, while applying established planning principles to 
shape a shared community vision. A key focus area is revitalization 
and support for existing commercial areas.  Future updates to the 
zoning ordinance are anticipated for commercial areas designated 
in the plan, primarily on Bethlehem Pike, as the Township moves 
from plan adoption to implementation. The plan does not propose 
land use changes for any residential neighborhoods, as preservation 
of our neighborhoods is another key focus area.

The plan examines a wide range of topics, including housing, 
demographic trends, infrastructure, transportation, and existing 
land use. Because this plan will shape the Township’s future for 
decades to come, it is essential that it reflects the collective vision 
and goals of the community.

Zoning Changes Along Bethlehem Pike
As the Township completes its Comprehensive Plan update, 

we’re shifting into implementation mode. Most of that effort will 
focus on the zoning ordinance and identifying changes  needed to 
achieve goals in the plan.

Because it has been quite some time since commercial districts 
in the zoning ordinance were updated, property owners wound 
up starting the implementation process in advance by requesting 
changes to the zoning of their properties.  Last year, Lower 
Gwynedd had an unusual number of these requests, as owners 
sought to add permitted uses in an effort to turn around struggling 
sites or keep their sites competitive in today’s economy.  In late 
2025, the Board of Supervisors approved a zoning ordinance 
amendment that allows apartments and self-storage at Ambler 
Yards and considered another amendment to allow townhouses at 
Spring House Nursery and surrounding properties (with a decision 

expected after publication). At the end of the year, BET Investments 
also indicated they intend to return with their request to rezone the 
Spring House Corporate Center to allow apartments, which would 
replace one of the two existing office buildings on the site, as well 
as retail and restaurants near their Norristown Road frontage. At 
the time of publication, they had not yet submitted any plans. All 
of these requests are applications that the Township is obligated 
to consider, although not necessarily approve. The challenge is to 
evaluate whether the requested changes are in the interest of the 
larger community overall, and going forward, consistent with the 
new Comprehensive Plan.

With the bulk of that heavy workload behind us, the Township is 
now ready to start working on implementing the priority goal in the 
Comprehensive Plan: revitalizing the Bethlehem Pike commercial 
corridor. Following adoption of the Comprehensive Plan this 
spring, the Township will start gathering information needed to 
update the zoning for Bethlehem Pike and exploring other ways we 
can make a meaningful impact on this corridor.  Throughout the 
comprehensive planning process, we heard consistently through 
surveys, open houses, and conversations that residents and other 
stakeholders also see revitalizing Bethlehem Pike is a top priority. 
So please help us!  We want your ideas – what kind of business, 
retail, restaurant, entertainment, or other uses do you want to 
see there? What changes would make Bethlehem Pike feel more 
inviting?  What challenges do you think need to be addressed first?  

We will kick off the Bethlehem Pike revitalization process with 
an open house on June 9, 2026.  Watch for more information about 
the open house in our e-newsletter (sign up if you don’t already get 
it!) and on social media.

Stormwater Management Flood Mitigation
Stormwater runoff pollution is a threat to our local waterways. 

Runoff happens when rain or melting snow flows over hard surfaces 
like roads, sidewalks, and driveways. Because these surfaces do 
not absorb water, the runoff collects trash, chemicals, and other 
pollutants and quickly enters storm drains. From there, it often 
flows directly into the streams and rivers we use for swimming, 
fishing, and drinking water.

Stormwater runoff volume, along with groundwater, can be a 
threat to properties when it reaches flood levels.  During heavy rain, 
anyone who has had water in their basement, or even too close to 
their house for comfort, understands this threat all too well.

Reducing the amount of stormwater flowing into streams is an 
important part of managing flooding and protecting water quality. 
Flood mitigation helps lower flood volumes, reduce damage to 
roads and utilities, and protect homes and other property. Flood 
studies are a necessary part of this work because they provide data 
needed to understand how water moves, identify problem areas, 
determine flood levels, and plan solutions.

Lower Gwynedd Township received a grant from the PA Department 
of Community and Economic Development Flood Mitigation 

BUILDING AND ZONING 
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Old Bethlehem Pike Bridge Replacement  
& Streambank Restoration Update

Construction of the Old Bethlehem Pike Bridge Replacement and 
Streambank Restoration projects began in January 2026. The start 
of construction was delayed due to utility relocation work, but the 
project officially moved forward in the first week of the new year.

The bridge project involves replacing the existing culvert bridge 
on Old Bethlehem Pike, the road located behind the Township 
building. Engineering inspections showed that the old bridge 
was no longer structurally safe, which led to a weight limit that 
prevented large vehicles from using it. The existing stone arch 
bridge is now being replaced with a pre-cast concrete culvert, 
designed to meet modern safety standards.

At the same time, the Township is completing a streambank 
restoration project in the same area. This project focuses on 
repairing severely eroded streambanks along Willow Run, a small 
stream that flows into Wissahickon Creek. About 300 feet of 
streambank on both sides of the stream is being restored, including 
100 feet upstream and 200 feet downstream of the bridge.

The stream runs through land owned by Lower Gwynedd 
Township and S. Paone Incorporated. Over time, suburban 
development has caused problems in the Wissahickon Creek 
watershed, including fast-moving floodwater, pollution, erosion, 
and loss of wildlife habitat. This restoration project will help 
stabilize the streambanks, reduce erosion, improve water quality, 
and restore the stream to a more natural and healthy condition. It 
will also help prevent sediment and pollutants from washing into 
the creek in the future.

The bridge and streambank projects are funded through 
separate grants. The bridge replacement is partially funded by a PA 
Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED) 
Local Shares Account Grant. The streambank restoration is funded 
through DCED’s Watershed Restoration and Protection Program 
and Montgomery County ARPA funds, secured through the 
Wissahickon Clean Water Partnership. Both projects are expected 
to be completed by the time this newsletter reaches residents.

BUILDING AND ZONING 
Program to conduct a flood study in the Penllyn area. Two streams, 
Penllyn Creek and Willow Run, flow through the neighborhood and 
into Wissahickon Creek. Penllyn Village is one of the Township’s oldest 
neighborhoods and includes about 170 single-family homes.

The flood study will identify current flooding conditions in an 
area of the Penllyn neighborhood that experiences flooding several 
times each year. Once the base flood elevations are established, 
the goal of the study is to identify improvements that can be 
implemented within the watershed to reduce the frequency and 
severity of flood events in the area.

Houston Creek Flood Study Update
In 2023, Lower Gwynedd Township completed the grant-funded 

Houston Creek Stormwater Study. This study focused on an area 
from the Wissahickon School District (WSD) properties to the 
Ambler Yards Business Campus. The study examined several 
problem areas, including the existing dam on the WSD property, 
and a section of the creek between Brookside Avenue and Marion 

Avenue from Knight Road to North Spring Garden Street. This 
area frequently experiences flooding during heavy storms.

Since completing the study, the Township has begun work on 
two of the studies’ recommendations. First, the Public Works 
Department, under the direction of the Township Engineer, 
regraded the roadway at the intersection of Knight Road and 
Francis Avenue to improve drainage. The Township continues to 
monitor this intersection to see if more improvements are needed, 
such as adding stormwater inlets, piping, or additional regrading.

The second project, scheduled to be completed this year, involves 
replacing a driveway bridge that currently blocks water flow in the 
creek. The existing culvert is too small to safely carry stormwater, 
causing water to back up onto Brookside Avenue and flood the roadway. 
This project will replace the bridge with a larger box culvert, allowing 
water to flow more freely. This improvement will reduce how often 
and how severely Brookside Avenue floods. This bridge replacement 
project is funded through a MONTCO 2040 Implementation Grant.

PUBLIC WORKS 
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Public Works Garage Update
The Township has continued to move forward with plans for 

a new facility for the Public Works Department.  Public Works 
is responsible for repairing and plowing roads, maintaining 
sanitary sewer and stormwater systems, taking care of parks and 
trails, cleaning up after storms, maintaining vehicles, and many 
other services.  Although they maintain critical aspects of the 
Township, their facilities for storing and maintaining equipment 
are inefficient, overcrowded, and outdated – and because of limited 
space, spread out among five different locations.

In late 2025, the Township hired two firms that will be critical 
to move the project forward.  Boyle Construction, a construction 
management firm that will serve as the owner’s representative for 
the project,  brings technical expertise to review design documents 
for constructability, cost-effectiveness, and compliance with 
regulatory requirements, helping to prevent costly changes later. 
They also facilitate coordination between the Township, design 
professionals, and other stakeholders to keep the project aligned 
with budget and schedule goals.

The second critical piece was the selection of Alloy5 as the 
architect for the project.  Their responsibilities include the full 
design of the building and surrounding property, including 
schematic designs, construction documentation, assistance with 
bidding and negotiation, construction administration, and various 
documentation and coordination services throughout the life of 
the project.  Alloy5 brings a team of engineers to support their 
work, including mechanical, electrical, and plumbing experts.

The final team member to complete the design will be a civil 
engineer to plan the site work for the project.  An RFP was released 
in January.  

With the team assembled, the design process is ready to begin 
and will continue through 2026. Updates will be presented at 
Board of Supervisor meetings, as well as at community discussions 
specifically about the project.

When combined with the $1,325,000 received from the Redevelopment 
Assistance Capital Program, funding for the new Public Works facility 
is being supplemented with over $2,000,000 in grants.

New Trash & Recycling Collection Contract
Lower Gwynedd entered a new contract with Republic Services 

for trash collection and recycling on November 1, 2025. The prior 
5-year contract expired on October 31, 2025. The new contract, 
while still the low bid, does have increased costs. The standard 
service for year one is $117 per quarter while the low volume service 
or senior citizen discounted service is $93 per quarter. If you would 
like to arrange for the senior citizen discount or the low volume 
discount, please call Republic Services directly at 215-723-0400 and 
be sure to say you are under the Lower Gwynedd contract.

•	 The new contract continues twice per-week service for 
trash and once per week service for recycling on Mondays 
and Thursdays

•	 Year one- $117.00 per quarter
•	 Year two- $125.19 per quarter
•	 Year three-$133.95 per quarter

at a reduced price starting at $93 per quarter for year one

Spring Leaf/Yard Waste Collection Dates:
Through Lower Gwynedd’s contract, Republic Services provides 

curbside leaf and yard waste collection throughout the spring and 
fall. The contract provides for eight collections dates, two in the 

Spring and six in the Fall. The confirmed dates for this Spring are 
Saturdays, April 11th and May 9th, 2026. All leaf and yard waste 
must be put in biodegradable bags and placed curbside by 6am on 
the day of pick-up. There is a limit of eight bags per pick-up.

Montgomery County Recycling
Montgomery County also offers public waste collection events. 

Every year, Montgomery County hosts household hazardous waste 
collection events by appointment only. At the time of this publication 
the event dates have not yet been released.

Tax Savings Program 
Lower Gwynedd Township encourages residents to take advantage 

of available tax relief programs for 2026. Homeowners and renters may 
be eligible for significant savings and are strongly encouraged to apply.

Property Tax/Rent Rebate Program 
The Property Tax/Rent Rebate Program supports homeowners and 

renters across Pennsylvania. This program provides a rebate ranging 
from $380 to $1,000 to eligible for older adults and people with 
disabilities age 18 and older.

If the property is found eligible for the state program, you can also 
apply for the school district rebate program. 

 Homestead/Farmstead Tax Reduction: Apply Now 
If your home in Lower Gwynedd Township is your primary 

residence, you are likely eligible for the Homestead Exemption, which 
can help reduce your Wissahickon School District real estate tax bill. 

This program is available to homeowners who claim their Lower 
Gwynedd property as their primary residence. There are no age 
or income restrictions. The Board of Assessments will determine 
whether or not the property is eligible for a discount on Wissahickon 
School District real estate taxes. 

The Application for Homestead & Farmstead Exclusion needs to be 
completed by March 1st and sent to the BOA in order to start saving 
this year. You do not need to re-apply each year. 

Residents who have not yet applied are strongly encouraged to do 
so, as this program can result in meaningful annual tax savings.
